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The following submission focuses on the issues lacking coverage in English-language sources and closely related with Nazism and collaborationism, narrowly defined. The issues covered are self-styled Neo-Nazis, the use of term „Nazi”, Anti-Semitism, and current attitude to the nationalist dictatorship of the interbellum period, events and soldiers of the World War II. The priority in coverage is given to the activities of law enforcement and to the political discourse.

Most of the issues covered here relate to the years 2012-2013 (with historical background, where appropriate). The key events of the criminal case of Mr. A. Jordans, however, happened earlier. They are given some attention, still, due to both recent developments and former Special Rapporteur Mr. D. Diene noting the case in his report on Latvia, which needs certain follow-up.
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I  The Latvian Legion of Waffen SS and the annual marches on the 16th of March

The main Latvian unit fighting on the Nazi side was the Latvian Legion of Waffen SS – partly consisting of volunteers, partly of conscripts. Its veterans fleeing to the West have established the 16th of March as Legion Day afterwards, in memory of the joint military operations of both  divisions comprising the Legion against the Soviet Army in the Pskov Region of Russia in 1944.
In 1998, the 16th of March was made an official remembrance day
. The Parliament of Latvia adopted a special „honour-defending” declaration „On the Latvian Legionnaires in the World War Two” on October 29, 1998,
 which was never rescinded.

The official status of the day was canceled in 2000
, after an international scandal. However, since then, the annual marches on the 16th of March in the center of Riga are quite numerous (from several hundreds to several thousands in a 700-thousand city). They are also publicly supported and visited by politicians, mostly – those from the current National Alliance (co-ruling since 2011) member parties. The most shocking example was the participation of the head of the parliamentary Human Rights and Public Affairs Committee, Ms. Inara Murniece, in 2012.
 
Heads of the state and heads of the government refrain from participation in the marches; however, the current President Mr. A. Berzins insists, as at 2012, that there is no reason for criticizing those who celebrate March the 16th.

While its partners in government prefer to speak of the marches as commemorative events of the old soldiers (who are, in fact, quite few, for obvious reasons), the National Alliance makes it clear on its website that the essence of the events is honouring the legionnaires
.
On some occasions, the Riga municipality banned the marches. However, the courts have lifted most of the bans (save in the year of the NATO summit in Riga, in an interesting exception), despite the objection of the European Commission against Racism and Intolerance, expressed before the trial on the ban of 2012 march.
 
On March the 16th, 2013, a counter-meeting of the anti-fascists has played a anti-fascist song and recited the Nazi crimes. The  participants were attacked by those siding with the march; MPs from the National Alliance have also attempted to hinder the use of megaphones by their opponents, with MP J. Dombrava threatening the policemen separating the demonstrations
. Police has launched several administrative offence cases against some of the attackers, including for beating the leader of an anti-fascist NGO.

The National Alliance has demanded resignation of the Minister of Interior for toleration of the the loud protest against the march
. After minister’s apology to the participants of the march for the trouble
, the demand was cancelled.
The police has also launched an administrative offence case against the aforementioned anti-fascist NGO for the use of loud music in the counter-meeting – after a considerable delay, in April, 2013. This shows that earlier the policemen didn’t see anything unlawful.

The legislative response to the 2013 counter-protests is not inspiring, too. Amendments to the law on public events to prohibit the use of Soviet symbolics were proposed after the events, with a failed attempt to pass them through a fast-track. According to the National Alliance politicians, their haste was aiming to affect the celebration of May the 9th this year (see below).


II  Attitude to the Victory in Europe Day

In the Soviet Union, the 9th of May was commemorated as the Victory Day for decades. This tradition, continuing in many Post-Soviet states like Russia, Ukraine and Belarus, was ended in Latvia. The 8th of May was declared a remembrance day, but it does not attract masses of people. Every year, mass gathering of people celebrating the Victory over Nazism (mostly those of Russian, Jewish, Ukrainian and Belarusian origin) happen in Riga and some other cities on the 9th of May. 
Not only aren’t those celebrations official, they are under permanent attacks from some influential media and politicians. In February, 2013, MP R. Dzintars, one of the leaders of the National Alliance, has said in his interview to the daily „Neatkariga”, that „the 9th of May reminds us that we are threatened, that there is a threat of Russification and there are hordes of Latvia's enemies living here. When convenient, they will forget what they told while naturalising and will betray the Latvian state”
. In March, the Security Police refused to launch criminal proceeding against Mr. Dzintars for these statements
. MP V. Agesins, who complained of the actions of Mr. Dzintars, was publicly called „a Russian Nazi” and threatened an „unimaginable revenge” by Mr. L. Grantiņš therefore
. Not only wasn’t a criminal case launched
 against Mr. Grantiņš despite Agesins’ request – Mr. Grantiņš still keeps his Three Stars Order, awarded in 1996
.
On the contrary, when a teacher in Daugavpils city had led her pupils to the celebration of the 9th of May, 2013, a check was ordered at the school by the State Service of Education Quality
.

III  The monument in Bauska

On September 14, 2012, in the Bauska town, a monument was solemnly opened. The monument bears insignia of the Latvian Legion of Waffen SS and Latvian Armed Forces and two inscriptions: “To the defenders of Bauska from repeated Soviet occupation. 1944.28.07-14.09” and “Latvia must be a country of ethnic Latvians”, a quote from Kārlis Ulmanis, one of the founders of the Republic of Latvia in 1918 and its right-wing authoritarian ruler between 1934 and 1940. National attention was brought to the monuments by NGO “Union against Nazism”, calling for the Bauska mayor to resign and for the monument to be relocated to a cemetery. People present at the opening of the monument have included local councilors from the National Alliance,
 and pupils of local schools.

As noted by historian V. Simindey, two from three Nazi-formed local police battalions (part of the Latvian Legion of Waffen SS) participating in the battles for Bauska were punitive units participating in the Nazi terror against civilian population.
 Both sides of the discussion agree that members of the police battalions were among those who fought against the Soviet Army near Bauska in 1944. The Mayor of Bauska, Mr. V. Veips (“Unity” party, co-ruling in Latvia), claims that most of fighters were civilians. He also considers that the monument has no relation to Nazism and noted that he is forced to answer questions of media, mostly Russian-language ones, which he describes as “openly provocative”. Mr. Veips explains that the monument was created at the expense of private sponsors, but it is erected on the land belonging to the municipality.
 He also claims that defenders of Bauska weren’t fighting for Nazi power, while admitting the participation of police units in the defence of the town.
 The spokesman of the Ministry of Defense, Mr. A. Rikveilis, has expressed lack of understanding on the inscription, noting that ethnic Latvians weren’t the only ones who fought the Soviet Army. He also noted that the ministry’s priority is care of existing monuments, not creating new ones, and that erecting new monuments demands careful consideration.

The head of the Council of Jewish Communities in Latvia, Mr. A. Suharenko, writes in an open letter to the President, that the Bauska town municipality resists creation of a monument to the victims of Holocaust for the seventh year in a row.
 In 2007, the town authorities have relocated from the center of the town the monument to Soviet soldiers, who died while liberating Bauska.

The foreign ministry of Russia has described the installation of the monument as shameful
 and that of Belarus has condemned it as a sacrilege
. The Israeli foreign minister has expressed a protest to his Latvian colleague
.
Notably, the European Commission against Racism and intolerance in its Fourth Report on Latvia has recommended “that the Latvian authorities condemn all attempts to commemorate persons who fought in the Waffen SS and collaborated with the Nazis”.
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IV  Attitude to those who fought against Nazism and on its side
The current President, Mr. A. Berzins, calls for mutual understanding among the WWII veterans. However, he suggests to found it on the understanding that the „there were no victors in that war” and recognizing both March the 16th and May the 9th as remembrance days
.
The draft law "On the Status of a Person Conscripted during the Second World War" was proposed by the parliamentary Social Cohesion Committee on November 22, 2012 after several weeks of consideration (discussion of the potential law was launched in summer upon initiative of the President A. Berzins). On November 29, the draft law was sent to the Human Rights and Public Affairs Committee as a responsible committee by a vote in the plenary of the Parliament. The text of the draft law is available at the Parliament’s website
.

The draft law foresees that the following persons will be given a preferential (benefits defined in Sections 6 and 7) status of "a person conscripted during the Second World War" (Section 2):
1) Residents of Latvia conscripted in the military units of the USSR from the territory of Latvia;
2) Residents of Latvia conscripted in the military units of the Nazi Germany from the territory of Latvia;
3) Citizens of the Republic of Latvia (as understood by the 1919 Citizenship Act) conscripted in the military units of Second World War participants from outside the territory of Latvia.
The term "conscripted" shall include those "having applied voluntarily to serve in the military units of the occupying powers after issuing a mobilisation order in the respective territory". The term "occupying power" is used for German and USSR administration in Latvia after destruction of Latvian sovereignty (i.e., after1940).
The following persons will not be eligible for the status (see Section 3 of the draft law):
1) Having applied voluntarily to serve in the military units of the occupying powers before issuing a mobilisation order in the respective territory;
2) Cooperating with the intelligence services and repressive structures of the Communist or Nazi regime or participating in the repressions by those regimes;
3) Participating in genocide by totalitarian regimes crimes against humanity, war crimes or convicted for any deliberate crimes, if not rehabilitated.
The matters of concern for the Anti-Fascists in the draft law are the following:
- equating those who fought on the side of the Allies and of the Axis powers;

- equating USSR and Nazi Germany as "occupying powers";
- calling all the subjects of the law “illegally conscripted”, including those conscripted into troops of the Allies (see Section 1 of the draft law);
- refusing the status to those who volunteered to fight against Nazism before a mobilisation order;
- granting the status to those who volunteered to fight for Nazi Germany after a mobilisation order;
- refusing the status to those numerous (estimated as several thousands) WWII veterans living in Latvia who were conscripted to the Soviet Army from outside Latvia and were not citizens of Latvia (i.e., a majority of those veterans who belong to Russian, Belarusian, Ukrainian ethnic minorities).
V  Glorification of Ulmanis’ regime

As noted above, there was a nationalist dictatorship of Mr. K. Ulmanis in Latvia before the World War II (between 1934 and 1940). It is debated if it should be classified as a Fascist one, but it certainly had a lot in common with Fascism and related dictatorships of the time:

- radical nationalism,

- negating political pluralism (dissolving the parliament and all political parties) and socialism,

- cult of the “Leader”,

- a coup-d’etat by the military and paramilitary forces,

- censorship and political repression,

- combining the functions of the head of state and the head of government,
- Mussolini-like system of professional representation.

Praise of Mr. K. Ulmanis is regular in various media and even history textbooks. His relative Mr. G. Ulmanis was elected President twice, in 1993 and 1996. To some extent, that’s related with the role of K. Ulmanis as the first prime minister of the newborn Latvian state in 1918. The co-ruling National Alliance, however, annually celebrates the specific date of Ulmanis’ coup in 1934 – the 15th of May. This was also the case in 2013.

VI  Freedom of expression for the far rights and those criticizing them
In March, 2012 hosts of a Radio NABA show and their guest, who served as a Waffen SS legionnaire during World War II, made anti-Semitic comments on the air. After a protest by the Israeli embassy, the show was removed from air
. However, the only sanction applied by authorities we’re aware of is just a warning.

In April, 2013, the Riga Regional Court ordered the Member of the European Parliament A. Mirsky to pay 1000 LVL (approximately 1400 EUR) to the two leaders of the National Alliance
. Mr. Mirsky had compared them with the Nazis for trying to eliminate publicly-funded schools with instruction partly in minority languages. This judgment shows lack of respect for the approach of the ECtHR, shown in case Karman v. Russia, finding a violation in the prosecution of a journalist for calling a prominent person „Neo-Fascist”.

VII  Criminal cases on hate crime, including hate speech
In March, 2012, the Riga Regional Court has issued a judgment in a case of desecration of a Jewish cemetery.  Two defendants were sentenced to suspended imprisonment and one – to community service.

The mild sentence might have been inductive for a series of consequent events, including desecration of the graves of the victims of Nazi concentration camp Salaspils
 and desecration of a monument to the WWII warriors in Vilaka town
 in May, 2012 (in advance of May the 9th), damaging a stained-glass window in a chapel at the New Jewish cemetery in Riga in June, 2012,
 and breaking glass in the building of the Jewish community in Riga in February, 2013

Besides, we need to point to an earlier case, which has already deserved some attention from the Special Rapporteur and had some development in 2012. During a public discussion organised by Latvian Anti-Fascist Committee in Riga, on 22 February, 2007, one of participants, Mr. A. Jordans, calling himself a Neo-Nazi, has said, among other statements, the following: 

· “You all also speak of March, 16, that it is a great tragedy. Is it really tragic if a father and a son fight together? (..) March, 16, why is it a Latvian Legion Remembrance Day in Latvia? It’s the day when the 15th and 19th divisions fought together in Volkhov Front. So, that’s the day when a father and a son, when a brother and a brother fought together”

· “Jews… Kikes and Romanis – they are not humans”, responding to a question: “If you (inaudible) a unifying force, tell, how many Jews or Romanis you have?”, referring to Mr. Jordans’ claims to unite people of various ethnicities, and

· “Yes, that will be an ideal option”, responding to a question, “So, should it be understood, that your organisation aims to carry something similar here, a kind of ethnic cleansings, killing those not considered by you to be humans?”
·  „If there is such a gangrene in the population, then it must be cut off”, responding to a question on his readiness due to his ideas to cold-mindedly kill people brought in a camp for shooting, if he served in the Fascist troops, in the World War II
As the discussion was videotaped (relevant part available on Youtube
), and many witnesses were present, the content of Mr. Jordans’ statements was not disputed in all following proceedings.

A criminal case was launched by the police, but terminated on freedom of expression grounds by a prosecutor. In September, 2007, Mr. D. Diene, then-Special Rapporteur on contemporary forms of racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance, had visited Latvia. He was informed of Mr. Jordans’ statements and authorities’ unwillingness to act to prosecute Mr. Jordans. According to the daily newspaper “Chas”, the rapporteur had promised to mention the case in his report during a press conference
. Mr. Diene’s 2008 report on his mission to Latvia (A/HRC/7/19/Add.3) stated, inter alia,

 64. [..] In particular, a case was brought to the Special Rapporteur’s attention concerning a member of a Neo-Nazi group who called in public for the “extermination of Jews and gypsies as non-humans”. Even though this appalling statement was videotaped and in spite of criminal provisions concerning incitement to racial, ethnic and religious hatred and violence, the case was initially dismissed by a public prosecutor on the grounds of freedom of expression and further rejected by a high court. The Special Rapporteur received the information that on 12 November 2007 the Office of the Prosecutor General revoked the decision to terminate proceedings in this case. In December 2007, the final bill on indictment was prepared and the criminal case was transferred to the court for abjudication.

After an initial conviction Mr. Jordans (judgment of March 6, 2008, by Riga Regional Court, sentencing him to 1 year and 6 months of imprisonment) and an analogous ruling delivered by the court of appeal (judgment of January 10, 2009, by the Supreme Court’s Chamber of Criminal Cases, sentencing Mr. Jordans to 2 years and 1 month of imprisonment), the case was returned for re-trial by the Department of Criminal Cases of the Senate of the Supreme Court, as a court of cassation. An acquittal by the Supreme Court’s Chamber of Criminal Cases has followed on February, 22, 2010
 (the case had No. PAK-173/2010 at the stage), motivated by a statement that at the relevant time (until July, 2007) the Section 78 of the Criminal Law had allowed to prosecute for triggering „national” and „racial” hatred only, but not the „ethnic” one. 

The Department of Criminal Cases of the Senate of the Supreme Court, as a court of cassation, had affirmed the new Chamber judgment on May 21, 2010 (the case had No SKK-213/2010 before the Senate), ruling to leave judgment of February, 22, 2010 intact
. The Senate’s decision is final. Mr. Jordans has afterwards been awarded compensation of 1179 LVL (more than 1600 EUR) for the time he was deprived of liberty after the initial judgment.

In 2012, a communication to the UN Human Rights Committee on the possible violation of Article 20 of ICCPR, sent by one of the Jews participating in the discussion and, later, participating in the criminal proceedings as a witness (Mr. J. Korens), was rejected without consideration of the merits. Supposedly that was made because he wasn’t one of those participants who requested the launch of criminal proceedings in the first stage, in 2007. This is, regrettably, a narrower approach than that taken by the CERD in the case of The Jewish Community of Oslo et al. v. Norway.
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
