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The following submission is dedicated to the procedural questions of human rights protection, as well as effects of the austerity policy (in a part – conditions of receiving international loans) and overall crisis on vulnerable groups and housing issues. Certainly, the numerous cuts to pensions and benefits are also an acute problem; it is to some extent covered in the first appendix.
1. Vulnerable minorities: employment and pensions
The most recent statistics of the State Employment Agency available
 (in Latvian) is reflecting the situation in March, 2012. As seen in the sheet No. 2 in the Distribution by ethnicity (Sadalījums pēc tautības), ethnic Latvians (latvietis/-e) constituted  53.7 % of the unemployed, Russians (krievs/-e) 29.3 %, Romanis (čigāns/-iete) 0.7 % . Taking into account that 6.9 % of those unemployed did not indicate their ethnicity, the latter shares are certainly higher in the reality, since the minorities are more likely to be afraid of disclosing their ethnicity.
For comparison, ethnic Latvians constituted 59.5 % of the population on January 1, 2012, according to Population Register statistics (available in Latvian
); at the same time, ethnic Russians were 27.2 % of the population, Romanis – 0.4 %.

The most recent report
 on Latvia by the European Commission against racism and intolerance (ECRI) also raises the issue of making stricter the Latvian language skills requirements for the employment (including in private sphere – see paras. 61-62, 66), as the Advisory Committee on the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities did even before, in its 2008 opinion on Latvia
 (paras. 39, 104-110, 166).  ILO experts have also raised concern in 2011 under the Convention No. 111 in the regard of language requirements
.
Besides, much of Latvia’s minority population is suffering from statelessness. There are over 300 000 people with the special status of a “non-citizens” (former USSR citizens and their children who have no citizenship of any country) in 2012, according to the Population Register
. The 2011 list of professions and offices unavailable to “non-citizens” is available in the book “Citizens of a non-existent state”
. Several restrictions for “non-citizens” in the field of employment were criticized by the FCNM Advisory Committee (para. 50) and ECRI (paras. 123-125).
A specific matter of concern is the ongoing discrimination of non-citizens in respect of taking into account the time they worked in several republics of the former USSR when calculating pensions. The fact of discrimination was affirmed in 2009 by the Grand Chamber of the European Court of Human Rights, but much of it remains unresolved, as confirmed by ECRI (see the second appendix). 

2. Closure of minority schools
Among the sources published in English, the disproportionate impact of austerity measures on minority schools is covered in the 2011 report of the European commission against racism and intolerance
 (see. Para. 73 on page 24). Notably, the mayor of Riga did not contest the estimates made by journalists that 11 of the 16 Riga schools planned to be merged or dissolved are Russian-language schools, in his 2009 interview, available in Russian
.
3. Housing-related issues
According to the Court Administration, the courts of the first instance have issued 478 judgments on eviction from housing in 2011 (see rows Nos. 8-10 in the table available in Latvian
), with only 7 of the judgments foreseeing to provide other dwelling. Among the persons subjected to evictions, 95 are of minor age (information after the end of the same table).
Besides, 839 judgments were issued on the insolvency of natural persons (ibid.). Probably many of them are connected with the real estate bubble, and the problem of mortgages persists – according to the governmental Financial and Capital Market Commission
, on March 31, 2012, the sum of loans given for acquisition of a dwelling was still over 4 000 000 000 LVL, though decreasing (see the sheet Krediti_1, row 13, in Latvian).
A matter of concern for tenants is also the accordance to the law of the actions of court bailiffs when implementing the judgments concerning real estate, as confirmed by the Ombudsman J. Jansons in his 2011 interview (in Russian)
.

In the same time, the assistance in the field of housing offered by local governments is being limited due to lack of resources.

4. Procedural issues of the human rights protection system

Despite the human rights issues becoming more and more acute in the times of the economic downturn, the budget of the Ombudsman’s office was reduced by more than a half during 2009 and 2010
.

The possibilities of bringing complaints on violations of social and economic rights before the international quasi-judicial bodies remain very limited, as Latvia did not accept the complaints procedure under the European Social Charter, and did not even sign the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant of Economic, Social and Cultural Rights. Similarly, Latvia hasn’t made a declaration under Article 14 of the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination and does not participate in the Protocol Instituting a Conciliation and Good Offices Commission to be Responsible for Seeking the Settlement of any Disputes which may Arise between States Parties to the Convention against Discrimination in Education.

5. Suggested recommendations for the government of Latvia

· To ensure proportionality of language and citizenship requirements in the field of employment

· To implement as a matter of priority the judgment of the European Court of Human Rights in the case Andrejeva v. Latvia
· To make a declaration under Article 14 of the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination
· To prevent disproportionate impact of austerity measures on minority schools

· To join the Protocol Instituting a Conciliation and Good Offices Commission to be Responsible for Seeking the Settlement of any Disputes which may Arise between States Parties to the Convention against Discrimination in Education

· To ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant of Economic, Social and Cultural Rights
· To strengthen the capacity of the Ombudsman’s Office, including allocating more resources for it in the national budget

NB It is of course desirable to ratify the Revised European Social Charter and the European Code of Social Security, which are currently under consideration by the Parliament, unless that will be already done by the time of publishing the recommendations of the Independent Expert.
