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Tackling coronovirus in Latvia and minorities:
linguistic limitations in informing the public and Roma issues 
Providing information: the problem of languages

The Ministry of Health and the Centre for Disease Prevention and Control both have a Russian-language versions of their websites
. However, these versions have had no news sections. As at March 12, no information on the coronavirus was available in Russian on either of the two websites. Moreover, the information on coronavirus sent to people by authorities electronically was in Latvian only. After objections raised in the public sphere on March 11-12
, on March 13 these (and some other) governmental web portals began providing some relevant information in Russian as well.
On March 13, the state-owned TV has half-admitted that the denial of information in Russian was a “shame”.
 On March 19, the state-owned media outlet lsm.lv has published a report by a social anthropologist that the news on COVID19 did not reach the Russian-speaking residents as fast as the Latvian-speaking majority, for the “lack of a mechanism to communicate directly”.

In our opinion, the problems goes deeper, and amounts to structural racism, sometimes deadly dangerous (also before, there were cases of prohibiting public bodies to distribute leaflets in Russian... about cancer
). There is a need to establish safeguards – minimum duties of medical establishments and bodies to serve customers in minority languages, where the share of relevant minorities exceeds a certain threshold (besides Russian, this would be relevant for Polish and Belarusian in some areas of the Southeastern Latvia).
Demographic and legislative context:

According to a survey by authorities, conducted in 2017, 37.7 % of the country’s population spoke Russian at home.

Current laws
 allow provision of health information by public bodies in so-called “foreign languages” (i.e., all except the official Latvian language and the nearly-extinct Liv language
), but do not mandate it for any specific cases. There are statutory limits
 on using “foreign” (minority) languages in electronic media, even private ones. 

The draft Law on Administrative Punishments in the Fields of Public Administration, Public Order and Usage of the State Language (bill No. 342/Lp13) has been adopted by the Parliament in the second reading of the three, on February, 27, 2020. The most dangerous provision of the draft law, the ban to send “prospects, bulletins, catalogues and other materials to natural and legal persons in a foreign language along the official language, unless those persons request so” (Para. 1 of Section 21; earlier it was numbered as Section 19 of the draft law) has been softened upon a proposal of the Parliament’s Legal Commission.
  Now, the prohibition will apply to public entities and those private persons which fulfil functions delegated by the public entities.
 The provision still remains harmful, both due to its applicability to state universities etc, and because of the important meaning of public print information.
Roma community: access to healthcare and water 
Among the specific problems of the Roma community (0.3 % of the population, as at 2020
) identified earlier, there are insufficient access to healthcare and basic housing-related services, including water.
