Limiting freedom of assembly means limiting democracy 

The events of January, 13, in Old Riga, caused by people's disapproval of government's and parliament's actions, have transformed themselves into riots. This shows that both organizers of the meeting and police weren't able to preserve public order.

We consider that the events of January, 13 may not be used as acquittal for making the law on meeting more restrictive, and evaluate as undemocratic the statements by Prime Minister I. Godmanis on possible ban to all meetings in Old Riga and by Mayor of Riga J. Birks - about banning specifically the meeting of Action Party planned on January, 17.

Freedom of assembly should not be restricted, but balanced with appropriate responsibility for its misuse. The contrary resembles forbidding any traffic due to grave violations committed by some drivers.

We hope to hear the voice of our Ombudsman concerning limiting the freedom of assembly, too.
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
